Section I: What information do I need to provide?
This section of the proposal calls for required information on all current and pending support for ongoing projects and proposals, including subsequent funding in the case of continuing grants. 

· All current project support from whatever source (e.g., Federal, State, local or foreign government agencies, public or private foundations, industrial or other commercial organizations) must be listed. 

· The proposed project and all other projects or activities requiring a portion of your time must be included, even if you receive no salary support from the project(s). 

· The total award amount for the entire award period covered (including indirect costs) must be shown as well as the number of person-months per year to be devoted to the project, regardless of source of support. 

Note: “person-months” means months of the calendar. Most faculty are on nine-month appointments, so their FTE commitment must be translated from percent of a nine month period to a calendar month equivalent (i.e., 50% FTE = 4.5 months).

You may be committed to a project both for a portion of your academic year appointment (expressed in percent of FTE) and for some portion of the summer (expressed in calendar months).

If you are unsure of your time committed to a project, please provide all the information you can (i.e., both % FTE and number actual weeks or months involved) and we will follow up with you to clarify.

· Similar information must be provided for all proposals already submitted or submitted concurrently to other possible sponsors, including NSF. Concurrent submission of a proposal to other organizations will not prejudice its review by NSF.

If the project now being submitted has been funded previously by a source other than NSF, the information requested in the paragraph above must be furnished for the last period of funding.
