· All applicants must pass the Illinois Certification Testing System Test of Basic Skills prior to admission.
Register for the test online at www.icts.nesinc.com.  Be sure to designate UIUC to receive your test results.


· Applicants to selected programs must pass the appropriate ICTS content test prior to admission.  See page 2, #3, “Eligibility requirements for specific programs…” for a list of specific program requirements.
· Applicants must take the test no later than the November 2008 test date to be considered for admission for Fall 2009.

Please note that admission is competitive and curriculum space is limited.  Meeting minimum criteria does not guarantee admission.  High demand for admission from well-qualified applicants results in highly selective admission standards.  All applicants should have an alternative enrollment plan in the event that admission is not offered.

3.    A well-ordered, 3-4 page, typed essay, double spaced with font size no smaller than 10 point

I. Describe personal experiences that led you to pursue a career in education in the specific area to which you applied.

II. Discuss how your experiences or lack thereof have influenced your ideas of cultural/racial/ethnic diversity (language, people with disabilities, sexual orientation, religious beliefs, etc.)

III. Identify and discuss some experiences that influenced your ideas about the importance of developing inquiring and reflective minds, effective application of technology in the schools, and the teacher’s role in fostering a commitment to community service (social, political and religious organizations, i.e., boy scouts, girl scouts, walkathons, UNICEF collections etc.)

2.    The University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign requires field placement in school districts as part of various

Education curricula and certificate programs.  Illinois school districts are required by state law to conduct criminal background checks for applicants for certified and non-certified positions with a school district.  School districts are requiring that applicants for field placements be subjected to a criminal background review prior to placement in the school districts.  Certain convictions are a bar to employment with a school district and are fully set out in the Illinois School code 105 ILCS 5/10-21.9, as amended.  All convictions will be reviewed for compatibility with placement in a school district.  As part of this application you will be required to consent to a criminal background check and, where necessary, consent to submit your fingerprints to the Illinois State Police.  Failure to consent to the background check will result in your not being able to complete a public school certification program and in the cancellation of any admission to the program.
