Windows Remote Desktop

Set Up Your Work Computer

On your Work Computer, set up it to allow remote connection (Windows XP). You’ll only need to do this one time.
1. Click on the Start button

2. Right-click on My Computer and choose Properties
3. Click on the Remote tab

4. Turn on the checkbox under Remote Desktop for Allow users to connect remotely to this computer
5. Click on OK
Find Your Work Computer’s Name

1. Click on the Start button

2. Right-click on My Computer and choose Properties
3. Click on the Computer Name tab

4. You’ll find your computer’s name to the right of Full Computer Name. Write it down and click on OK.
Leave your work computer on, in order to connect to it from home.

From Home with Windows XP
On your computer at home, if you have Windows XP, do the following to connect to your work computer:
1. Click on the Start button, choose All Programs, then Accessories, then Communications, then Remote Desktop Connection
2. Click on the Options button to expand the dialog box
3. In the Computer box, enter your work computer’s name

4. In the User Name box, enter your NetID
5. In the Password box, enter your Active Directory password, which is the normal password you use to log on to your work computer

6. In the Domain box, enter UIUC
7. Click on Connect
8. Your work computer screen should display. The screen is a window like any other program on your computer, so it can be minimized, maximized, and closed.

From Home with Windows 95/98/ME/NT/2000
If you are using Windows 98 or ME on your home computer, you will need to download and install software from Microsoft to use Remote Desktop. You’ll find the software at www.microsoft.com/downloads and do a search for remote desktop. After installing the software, following the steps in the “From Home with Windows XP” section to connect to your work computer.
