Using Internet Explorer
Definitions

Internet – A global network of computers using a standard language (protocol).

World Wide Web – One of several systems for accessing and distributing information on the Internet.  WWW is very popular now because it is graphics based and allows users to very easily jump from computer to computer all around the world.  The two commonly used World Wide Web Browsers are Microsoft Internet Explorer and Netscape.
Domains and URLs
When you type a Web address on the address bar in Internet Explorer, that address is considered the URL.  The core part of the address is called the domain.  For example, in the Web address www.microsoft.com/events, “www.microsoft.com” is the domain name.  This name tells the Web browser what Web server to connect to.  The “/events” part of the address is the folder on the Web server to access.  When you enter just the domain name, the Web browser looks for a file named “index.html” or “default.html” to open from the Web server.

Domain Types

.com: a commercial enterprise, including a commercial online service 

.edu: an educational institution
.gov: a governmental body 

.mil: a military body 

.net: An Internet Service Provider 

.org: an organization not seen as being part of the for-profit sector

Using Favorites and History

Favorites

When you find Web pages that you would like to open again at a later date, you can simply add them to your Favorites menu.

Adding Pages to Your Favorites

1. Go to the page you want to add to your Favorites list. 

2. On the Favorites menu, click Add to Favorites. 

3. Type a new name for the page if you want to. 
4. Click on OK.
Adding Pages to a Folder in Your Favorites

1. Go to the page you want to add to your Favorites list. 

2. On the Favorites menu, click Add to Favorites. 

3. Type a new name for the page if you want to. 
4. If the folder is already created, click on the folder name and then click on OK
5. To create a new folder, click on the folder that you want the folder to be listed under, such as Favorites

6. Click on New Folder
7. Type a Folder Name and click on OK
Sorting Your Favorites Menu
1. Pull down the Favorites menu

2. Right-click anywhere within the menu

3. Choose Sort by Name
Note:  This sort the currently opened folder.  If you want to sort other folders under favorites, point to the folder, when it expands, right-click within the folder, and choose Sort by Name.

History
The History feature allows you to find a page you've seen in the last few days.
1. On the toolbar, click the History button. The History bar appears, containing links for Web sites and pages visited in previous days and weeks. 

2. In the History bar, click a week or day, click a Web site folder to display individual pages, and then click the page icon to display the Web page. 
3. To sort or search the History bar, click the arrow next to the View button at the top of the History bar.

Printing a Web Page

Print Preview

1. Pull down the File menu

2. Choose Print Preview
Printing Frames

1. Right-click within the frame to print

2. Choose Print
Saving a Web Page
To save a Web page on your computer 

1. On the File menu, click Save As. 
2. Double-click the folder you want to save the page in. 
3. In the File name box, type a name for the page. 
4. In the Save as type box, select a file type. 
5. Do one of the following: 
a. To save all of the files needed to display this page, including graphics, frames, and style sheets, click Web Page, complete. This option saves each file in its original format. 
b. To save all of the information needed to display this page in a single MIME-encoded file, click Web Archive. This option saves a snapshot of the current Web page. This option is available only if you have installed Outlook Express 5 or later. 
c. To save just the current HTML page, click Web Page, HTML only. This option saves the information on the Web page, but it does not save the graphics, sounds, or other files. 
d. To save just the text from the current Web page, click Text Only. This option saves the information on the Web page in straight text format. 
Creating a Shortcut to a Web Page
1. Right-click on the page
2. Choose Create Shortcut
3. The shortcut is created on your Desktop
Finding Text on a Web Page
1. Pull down the Edit menu
2. Choose Find
3. Type the desired text and click on Find Next

Using Keywords in Searches

When performing a search on the Web, use the following tips as a guide

· Use the core of a word, leaving off suffixes such as “s”, “ed”, “ing”

· Use as few words as possible

· Most search engines return pages that contain all of the words you enter

· Many search engines contain categories that you can limit your search to

· Search engines should have a link that explains how it works and how to perform advanced searches
What is a Newsgroup?
Newsgroups are like message boards where you can post a question regarding a topic of the newsgroup. People who are looking through the newsgroup can then respond to your question.  You can find newsgroups on almost any topic. The best way to find a newsgroup is to perform a search on the Web. 
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
