User Web Folders (Student - PC Version)

Web space on the College of Education  (COE) Web Server is available to all faculty, staff, and students in the College of Education. Content hosted on the COE Web Server may be retained up to three years after the person has left the College, provided the user renews their account annually. Editing Data in Your Web Folder

To add or modify files in your Web folder, go to https://www‑s.ed.uiuc.edu/students/netid  by following the steps below. (FTP access is not available for security reasons.) 

To access your Web folder:

1. Open Internet Explorer
2. File menu, Open, click on Open as Web Folder to turn the option on

3. Enter the https://www‑s.ed.uiuc.edu/students/netid (where “netid” is your personal netid)
4. Log in using netid and your active directory password. If you do not know your active directory password, you can set it at http://accounts.ad.uiuc.edu
5. Your folder should now be displayed.  At this point, you can open, drag and drop, delete, and rename files as you would do normally.

Viewing your Web Files in a Browser

You can browse the files in your Web folder using a Web browser and/or allow others, such as potential employers, to view your files.  In this mode, you can only view your files, not edit them.

To browse the files in your Web folder in a Web browser:

1. Start Internet Explorer or Netscape
2. Enter http://students.ed.uiuc.edu/netid/filename.htm (replace “netid” with your personal NetID; filename.htm is the name of the html file you would like to view.     

Note:  If you name your main page index.htm or index.html, you do not need to include a filename at the end of the path.
