New Zealand has eight public universities, and no private ones. A long period of relatively benign growth and development was followed by more than a decade of 'free market' policies, including devolution of all planning, 'market' competition, a funding system that progressively withdrew government support and required fees to be continually increased, and increasing workloads for staff. A period of re-regulation commenced in 2002. This has raised issues about institutional autonomy, academic freedom and, in particular, the status, role and work of academic staff.  This seminar will explore these trends.
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
