As colleges and universities become more entrepreneurial in a post-industrial knowledge economy, they tend to focus on knowledge less as a public good than as a commodity.  Professor Slaughter’s presentation details the aggressive engagement of U.S. higher education institutions in this new economy she calls “Academic Capitalism” and analyzes efforts to develop, market, and sell research products, educational services, and consumer goods in the private marketplace.  Students, faculty, and administrators from research universities have constructed social networks, circuits of knowledge and new organizational forms that link higher education institutions to markets.  Dr. Slaughter explores these constructions and examines the implications for research universities, faculty work, departmental activity, and administrative behavior.
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
