Jing Lin’s research focuses on the social and political transformations in China since 1978. In the context of China’s dramatic redistribution of power and opportunities, she has given close attention to the issue of educational equality, and her research has touched on a broad range of issues relating to education for ethnic minorities, women’s social status and girls’ education, reform policies and dilemmas facing primary and secondary education, expansion of higher education, and development of private education and new social stratifications. She will discuss the factors and policies leading to the expansion in Chinese higher education, enrollment changes since 1998, and challenges that have come along with the expansion.
