Earnest Pascarella’s presentation summarizes what we know about learning and cognitive growth during the first year of post secondary education.   It will focus on:  1) the general net or value-added contribution of the first year of college;  2) differences associated with where one attends college (between-college effects);  3) salient academic and social experiences at the college attended (within-college effects);  and 4)  the extent to which the cognitive effects of college differ for different kinds of students (conditional effects). In addition, Ernest Pascarella will discuss the outcomes of first year students who participated in honors colleges.  If time allows, he will also explain the results of his studies on binge drinking and academic achievement. 
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
